
  

 

Set in idyllic, rugged coastal surroundings, Prussia Cove, on the western 
tip of Cornwall, has been chosen to host the first Flute Retreat — a 
course run by musicians for musicians. We have limited the number of 
students (all adults) to around 20 in order to ensure a fully active musical 
environment, as well as to maximise comfort. The rate of £350 includes 
full board and is based on a shared room. It may be possible (for an 
additional charge) to accommodate you in a room on your own, but if 
this a prerequisite please contact Gillian before completing the 
application. You may stay on the Sunday night for a small additional 
charge and, subject to availability, there may also be scope to extend your 
stay beyond that. Please ask for details. 
 
There will be opportunities for ensemble playing (and pianist Mark 
Tanner will be on hand), tuition (within a group setting), as well as mini-
lectures on topics related to musical study and performance. We 
anticipate players of around grade 8, although it is very likely that some 
students will be somewhat more advanced, lending the ensembles greater 
flexibility of repertoire. This year especial attention will be given to Bach 
and Mozart. The emphasis will be on practical music-making, but a 
variety of optional leisure activities will be laid on for your delectation.

ATARAH BEN-TOVIM MBE is a British flautist and children’s 
concert presenter. Born of Israeli parents, Atarah played her first TV concerto live 
at the Royal Albert Hall, at the age of fourteen. She has guested on several UK TV 
and radio shows, including Lunchtime Pebble Mill on BBC TV and the John Dunn 
Show, Start the Week, Kaleidoscope and many other highly rated programmes. In the 
late 1980s, BBC Radio 3 networked Atarah’s Music Box, all about children and 
music, and Omnibus devoted a whole programme to her work, as did Blue Peter and 
Magpie. Her musical stories for little children in Rub-a-Dub-Tub on Sunday mornings 
ran for over two years. BRMB (Birmingham), Radio City (Liverpool), Radio 
Merseyside (Liverpool), Radio Piccadilly (Manchester), and many other stations 
carried her radio series over the years. She currently resides in France, where she 
teaches and holds workshops for budding flautists and clarinetists. Until recently, 
Atarah was Chair of the British Flute Society, a position she held for six years. 

GILLIAN POZNANSKY studied with Clare Southworth, Douglas 
Townsend, Simon Priestly and Nicholas Vallis-Davies. More recently, Gillian has 
participated in masterclasses with Susan Milan and Wissam Boustany. With pianist 
Mark Tanner, Gillian performs regularly on cruise liners such as Queen Mary 2, the 
SAGA and P&O ships, and in 2009 gave her Wigmore Hall debut, accompanied by 
Mark. Their CD of music by Graham Lynch was editor’s choice in two 
publications and is regularly broadcast on BBC Radio 3: “expertly played by Gillian 
Poznansky and Mark Tanner” - Gramophone, December 2009. Gillian was recently 
appointed to the CT ABRSM Professional Development Panel and is an examiner 
of A level (OCR, EdExcel, AQA) and the International Baccalaureate. She has a 
private teaching practice in Cornwall (all levels), teaches for the Cornwall Music 
Service and at several independent schools.  

MARK TANNER has a busy international career as concert pianist, 
composer, ABRSM examiner, B.I.F.F adjudicator, lecturer and teacher. His PhD is 
on Liszt, a topic on which he has published articles in the UK and USA. He has 
written hundreds of reviews for International Record Review, Classical Music, International 
Piano, Musical Opinion and Piano Professional, and for Spartan Press has published 
eleven volumes of piano pieces, alongside a recent volume of flute & piano pieces. 
He has edited four contemporary piano pieces for Edition Peters and Europa 
Edition and has recorded many CDs, receiving high critical acclaim in the major 
musical press. He has given 300 recitals on cruise liners and has performed in many 
of the UK’s revered venues, including five consecutive appearances at Wigmore 
Hall, the Purcell Room and St John’s Smith Square, and has commissioned, 
recorded and broadcast a number of important new works. Mark is an FRSA and 
was awarded an Hon. BC in 2009. His first novel was published in 2010.
